ABOUT THE CONFERENCE  

The conference is hosted by The Secretariat of National Aboriginal and Islander Child Care (SNAICC). SNAICC is the national non-government peak body in Australia representing the interests of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander children and families.
The conference will work towards the achievement of the SNAICC vision: An Australian society in which our communities are empowered to determine their own future, where the rights of our children, young people and families are protected, our cultural identity and achievements are valued and our children and families have access to culturally appropriate services.

SNAICC operates from a membership base of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander community-based child care agencies, Multi-functional Aboriginal Children's Services, family support services, foster care agencies, link up and family reunification services, family group homes, community groups and voluntary associations, long day care child care services, pre schools, early childhood education services and services for young people at risk.

In addition to these members SNAICC has a network and subscriber list of over 800 community groups, mostly Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander, but also significant numbers of non-Indigenous community based services and individuals with an interest in Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander families and children.

This conference will provide an opportunity for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander organisations, policy makers, researchers, government representatives, other non-government organisations and various industry representatives to gather and make renewed commitments to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Children.
Conference Objectives

1. To share stories and celebrate different models of locally successful and culturally strong Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander service in early childhood and child and family welfare sectors. 

2. To listen, learn and grow our knowledge of culture, elders, families and communities in raising children and supporting families.

3. To challenge governments and others to act in a way that acknowledges history, respects culture and provides the services and support families and communities need for bringing up Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander children.

4. To foster leadership to support culturally strong and safe communities for Aboriginal and Torres Strait islander children.

PRESENTATION TYPES

1. Short formal paper presentations (20 minutes maximum with 10 minute question and answer time) will be grouped with related topics in a chaired session.  2 – 3 papers per 90 minute timeslot.
NOTE - Short papers may also be selected to be presented as part of a facilitated discussion circle.

2. Stories, Case Studies and Workshops (90 minutes) are more informal, may have a participatory, activity and interactive focus. Presentations may be of varying lengths from 10 minutes (for example part of a panel) to 90 minutes. A short formal paper may be included but is not required.

3. Discussion circles.  Discussion circles are small group discussions of up to 20 people on set topics designed to encourage discussion and sharing of stories in an informal small group setting. Very short papers or stories may be used as a facilitation aid in these groups and discussion may be summarized and documented. Also - facilitators are required for these circles if you are interested.  

4. Displays – on display for the full duration of conference and scheduled into the program.  Presenters will need to be available at their display to answer questions during an interactive session. Table and wall space available will be confirmed later. 

SELECTION PROCESS & IMPORTANT DETAILS

1. All submitted forms will be considered by the conference organisers and priority given to those that best achieve conference objectives.
2. We are seeking presentations that are evidence based and present outcomes rather than descriptions of services.

3. We may negotiate with you to adapt the original format of your presentation.
4. Presenters will need to meet their own registration fees and are eligible to apply for travel subsidy according to where they are travelling from. Details will be on the registration form. 
5. Please submit your abstract/interest in presenting by 30 October 2009.

6. Receipt of proposal forms will be acknowledged by email. Proposers will be notified of acceptance in early December 2009. 

7. If accepted, presenters with an audiovisual presentation will need to forward this prior to the conference for audiovisual preparation.

8. Any presentations for inclusion in the on-line conference proceedings will need to forward these by 30 August 2010.
9. We encourage Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander presenters and co-presenters.
